8. If the judge gives you a Temporary R~straining Order, the judge may order you to 
pay a "bond." Immediately ask the clerk how to do that. If the judge doesn't give 
you a Temporary Restraining Order. you can skip this step.

It should be in about two 
weeks after you first talk to the judge, but the court clerk will be able to tell you the 
exact time and date. At the hearing, the. judge Will decide if you get an "Injunction" 
and for how long. An "Injunction"· is a c6Urt order that orders the cyberbullying to stop 
for whatever time period the judge decides is appropriate. At the hearing, the judge 
will give you an opportunity to explain what has happened and why you believe it is 
cyberbullying. The judge or the Respondent may ask you questions. Tell the truth and 
give complete answers. Bring any evidence you have, like screen shots of the 
cyberbullying, to the hearing. You· may also :bring witnesses. If you do not attend 
the hearing, you will have to restart from the beginning and file a new 
Application.
